NEIGHBORHOOD DESCRIPTION

The Haymarket neighborhood is comprised mainly of office and industrial buildings --
many of them rehabbed old warehouse/industrial spaces. Some new conds and
apartments are also beingdeveloped out of the old warehouse/industrial spaces.See
photos below.

Haymarket is a small neighborhood that is on the southeastern edge of a larger
community once known as Bronzeville.

Early popul ations

One of the cityods ol dest sdtéedlhybkome of theooginal,
German immigrants to the Milwaukee area. It took on its name when a large open block
just south of Vliet, between 4th and 5th Streets, began servingas the hay market square
to feed the horses of the city. The surrounding area became known as the Haymarket
neighborhood. While early Haymarket had a strong residential component, it also sat
directly betweenthe Schlitz Brewery and the Pabst Bewery areas, providing supplies
and sewvices to the brewers. In addition, the neighborhood had a fewsmaller breweries
and a number of factories that produced products such as horse collars, barrels, church
furniture, and co rks. As the number of horses in the city diminished, th e Haymarket
square later served as an operair market for produce vendors, florists, plant nurseries,
and orchards.

By 1900 some of the Germans in the area were moving to other locations north
and west of their original settlement, and new populations wer e arriving. These included
African Americans, Eastern European Jews, Slovaks, Poles, Czechs, and Hungarians.

Born in Russia to parents Morris and Bella

Both became very interested in
Zionism. With her parents urging her to avoid ma rrying too early, Golda went on to
college and graduated from Milwaukee Normal Schoold today the University of
Wisconsin-Milwaukee. Following graduation, she took a job at the Milwaukee Public
Library for 20 cents an hour.

She and Morris married. They rented their first unit in the Hillside neighborhood
andin 1919 movedto13and Juneau (then Chestnut S
neighborhood. In spring of 1921, Golda and Morris left Milwaukee for Palestine,
determined to play a salient role in th e struggle for a Jewish homeland.

The rest of Gol dSheébecametchiaf ygotiater bdiweesntthe Jews
of Palestine and the British Mandatory Authority. When Israel was officially
established in 1948, she served as Minister of Labour andForeign Minister, and was
elected Prime Minister of Israel in 1969. To this day, she is regarded asone of the
most remarkable world leaders.

Summary of 1930s: The eastern stretch of the Bronzeville Walnut business district had businesses evenly
divided among Jews (nearly all from Russia or Poland) and African Americans (from MSLLSAAAL,

and the Caribbean). The central stretch was dominated by Jewisied businesses. The western

stretch had businesses owned by a wide range of ethnics, usually first generation immigrants, gncludin
Germans, Hungarians, Slogaksreeks, Italians, Awians, Czechs, and Bohemians.

1 Whilethe commercial properties often had revolving owners, the number of businesses over

the three decades remained relatively stable.



The strongest ethnic influence on North Avenue during this time was Jewish (mainly Russian &
Polish).

As in most Milwaukee nghborhoods during these decades, most of the shopkeepers had little
educatiort few were even listed with high school educations in census records.

North Avenue, between8and 17" was a virtual international community of immigrants during
these three decdes, including Latvians, Germans, Greeks, Belgians, Norwegistrsais,
Lithuanians, Slovak Bohemians, Chinese, French, English, Swedes, Finns, Hungarians, Italians,
French Canadians, Poles, and Armenians (census records for 1930 and 1940).

Carlo Jenetto was an interesting case study. The 1920 census had him heading a household
with a wife, 11 minor children, a sén-law (daughter deceased?), and three grandchildren. At
age 48 in 1920, he is already operating his shoe repair business and by 18136 bens a

grocery store and by 1950 (apparently) a taveath on the same block.

By 1950 there was a small contingency of blaskbusinesses on North Ave., including Alyse
Archie and Moses Crumble.

Haymarket after the demise of Bronzeville

The Haymarket neighborhood lost population during the decades of Urban Renewal and
freeway building, as it was more or less enveloped by 194 and the Park East Freeway.
However, many of the large warehouse and factory buildings remained. During the
1960s, the area was openedup to commercial and industrial development. The
neighborhood gradually transfor med into a light industrial region , a character it has
retained since.

Current populations

Today, the Haymarket neighborhood could hardly be described as a residential
neighborhood. Its population is less than 200 . Of these, slightly over three-quarters are
African American and one-third are under the age of 20. Virtually all residents are
renters and the rents are lowd most units going for under $500 a month. However,
since 2011, there have been numerous private and public plans that havéoeen proposed
to revitalize the Haymarket neighborhood 6 some being implemented now. These plans
include the development of more residential space from the old warehouses and
factories, as wellas the creation of spaces for artistic ventures.A public square has been
developed on the corner of Martin Luther King Drive and McKinley Street that will be
used by local businesses and residents to host events or markets.
